	Stone Age culture, spanning from the earliest tool use to the advent of metalworking, was defined by nomadic hunter-gatherer lifestyles and the development of basic tools and shelters. People lived in small, mobile groups, relying on foraging, hunting, and fishing for sustenance. They developed rudimentary tools from stone, bone, and wood, and created cave paintings and other forms of art. 
Tudor culture, spanning from 1485 to 1603, was a period of significant social, economic, and artistic change in England, marked by the rise of the Tudor dynasty and the English Renaissance. Key aspects include a hierarchical social structure, religious upheaval, evolving arts and architecture, and developments in entertainment and daily life. Knowledge about Henry VIII breaking away from the Catholic Church- Key figures-Cardinal Wolsey
Ancient Greek culture, flourishing from around 800 BCE to 600 CE, significantly impacted Western civilisation, particularly in areas like philosophy, democracy, art, architecture, and literature. Key aspects include the development of city-states, emphasis on reason and logic, advancements in mathematics and science, and a rich mythology, gods and goddesses that shaped their worldview. 
	Ancient Roman culture was a blend of innovation and tradition, heavily influenced by neighbouring cultures, particularly the Greeks and Etruscans. This rich culture encompassed various aspects, including religion, philosophy, social structure, daily life, entertainment, art, architecture, and language. Roman culture left a lasting legacy on the modern world through its contributions to language, law, engineering, and political thought. 
Victorian culture, spanning from 1837 to 1901 during Queen Victoria's reign, was characterised by a complex mix of social, economic, and artistic developments. It was a period of significant change, including industrialisation, urbanisation, and empire building, which profoundly shaped societal values and daily life, political awareness of Victorian Parliament- Lord Melbourne- 1st Prime Minister for Queen Victoria.
Ancient Egyptian culture, which flourished for millennia in the Nile River valley, is renowned for its pyramids, temples, hieroglyphs, and sophisticated understanding of mathematics, medicine, and astronomy. Its rich religious beliefs, particularly concerning death and the afterlife, deeply influenced their art, architecture, and daily life. The concept of Maat, which represents truth, justice, and order, was central to their worldview and governance.

Key aspects include their language (Old English), paganism that later transitioned to Christianity, social structures with a rural focus, and a rich tradition of storytelling, art, and craftsmanship.

The war influenced art, literature, film, and even daily life, leading to both social change and a powerful sense of collective identity, particularly in Britain and the United States. 
	Viking culture, prominent during the Viking Age (roughly 800 to 1066 CE), encompassed a rich tapestry of seafaring, raiding, trading, farming, and craftsmanship originating from Scandinavia (Norway, Sweden, and Denmark). While known for their fierce warrior culture and longship technology, Vikings were also skilled traders, farmers, and artisans, leaving a lasting impact on the cultures they encountered.
